Notes:

St. Anne’s, Redhill, started life in the 1880s as a school; became a foundling hospital after WW1; sold to Sy C.C. in 1935 and was used to rehouse people from the workhouse; and finally became a nursing home for the elderly [including dementia patients: Harriet Shore went there] and refuge for the homeless.  Ceased to admit in 1970, abandoned after a fire in 1975, demolished 1987.  It appears intermittently in the registers from 1951 on.

2 Horsham Road, Dorking, was the old workhouse and infirmary, later Dorking General Hospital.


Netherne Hospital was one of the four local mental hospitals, probably the one to which the elderly demented were admitted.  The others were Warlingham Park, probably where people with a problem like schizophrenia were admitted when it flared up; St. Lawrence’s in Caterham-on-the-Hill for the ‘mentally deficient’, and Cane Hill for total nutcases. (Informal identifications by Frances Perry, quite likely correct.)

Full choral funeral, and muffled peal on the day of the funeral and twice on the Sunday following. Cremation, ashes buried in a spot adjoining the grave of fellow-chorister William John Lowe.
